RE UNIT: What do Christians learn from the Creation story? Year 3/4 

Strand: Creation 

Make sense of belief:  
Place the concepts of God and Creation on a timeline of the Bible’s ‘big story’ 
Make clear links between Genesis 1 and what Christians believe about God 
and Creation 
Recognise that the story of ‘the Fall’ in Genesis 3 gives an explanation of 
why things go wrong in the world 
 
Understand the impact: 
Describe what Christians do because they believe God is Creator (e.g. follow 
God, wonder at how amazing God’s creation is; care for the Earth – some 
specific ways) 
Describe how and why Christians might pray to God, say sorry and ask for 
forgiveness 
 
Make connections: 
Ask questions and suggest answers about what might be important in the 
Creation story
