Germany swrrender and request an armistice, ending the
fighting of Ww1.
Adolf Hitler hecomes chancellor of Germany . He helieved that
Germany wus a naturally better race than all others and there-
fore deserved to rule over Europe. He planned to attack.

Hitler sent soldiers to take over Austria. and, Czechoslovakicw.
German troops iwaded, Poland. Britain and France had agreed,
to defend Poland against German attack, so they gave Hitler
and, ultimatum; withdraw his troops or they would, declare
war.

The evacuation of British children begins, called Operation Pied
Piper.

Neville Chamherlain (Prime Minister of the UK) declares that
Britain is now at war with Germany.

Rationing hegins, starting with hacon, butter and sugar.
Winston Churchill hecomes Prime Minister.

340,000 French and, British troops are evacuated, from Dunkirk.
The Battle of Britain hegins.

The London Blitz begins.

The Japanese attack Pearl Harbour, leading to the USA joining
