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Overview of the topic 

Prior Learning  

PUPILS MAY KNOW AND WILL BUILD ON KNOWLEDGE BASED ON THE FOLLOWING:  

This unit continues to build on the unit in LKS2 in which the children learnt the meaning of 

the term “salvation” and began to consider some ways in which Jesus saved/ rescued peo-

ple and some of the reasons for it.  This unit develops onto the consideration as to why 

people today celebrate that sacrifice as a meaning/ symbol for their own lives.  

 
 
Make sense of belief: 
• Outline the ‘big story’ of the Bible, explaining how Incarnation and Salvation fit 
within it 
• Explain what Christians mean when they say that Jesus’ death was a sacrifice 
Understand the impact: 
• Make clear connections between the Christian belief in Jesus’ death as a sacrifice 
and how Christians celebrate Holy Communion/Lord’s Supper 
• Show how Christians put their beliefs into practice in different ways 
Make connections: 
• Weigh up the value and impact of ideas of sacrifice in their own lives and the 
world today 
• Articulate their own responses to the idea of sacrifice, recognising different points 
of view.
