Palm Sunday | The day Jesus rode in Jerusalem and people were excited,
Salvation Being saved from loss, danger or harm

« Tell stories of Holy Week and Easter from the Bible and recognise a link with the idea of
Salvation (Jesus rescuing people).

* Think, talk and ask questions about whether the story of Easter only has something to
say to Christians, or if it has anything to say to pupils about sadness, hope or heaven,
exploring different ideas and giving a good reason for their ideas.
